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Introduction

The National Culture Fund (NCF) was set
up by the Department of Culture, upon
the recommendation of the Parliamentary
Standing  Committee, on November
28, 1996 as a Trust under the Charitable
Endowments Act. 1890. The basic aim and
objective of NCF is to mobilize extra
budgetry resources from government, non-
government agencies, private institutions
individuals for the purpose of
protection

and
restoration, conservation,
and development of the rich cultural
and natural heritage of India. Thus, it is
working in tandem with the Corporate and
Public sector units, International Trusts and
Funding agencies for conserving heritage
sites and monuments that have either lost
their relevance or are facing extinction. The
NCF symbolizes a significant initiative for
public and private fund partnership in the
domain of culture.

Management and Administration

The National Culture Fund is managed
by a Counci/ and an Executive Commuittee.
The Council has maximum strength of
twenty four members, with twelve eminent
members representing corporate and public
sectofs, foundations and non-
profit organizations. The Hon’ble Minister,
Tourism and Culture, is the chairperson
of the Council. The Executive Committee
is chaired by the Secretary, Ministry of

Culture.

The NCF has received Rs. 13.31 crores,
ending March, 2007, through a Corpus Fund
contributed by the Govt. of India, Ministry
of Culture, against the commitment of
Rs.19.50 crores agreed to be contributed
by the Govt. of India vide its Notification
dated November 28, 1996.

(A) Projects Completed

> The Ramakrishna Mission Institute
of Culture, Gol Park, Kolkata:

This Institute which is a branch of
Ramakrishna Math and Ramakrishna Mission,

Belur Math (Worldwide headquarters of all
RKM centres and sub-centres), is well known
for its philanthropic, educational and cultural
activities all over the world. Based on the
philosophy of the unity of human life, the
Institute endeavours to make people aware of
the richness of different cultures all over the
world and also of the need for inter-cultural
appreciation and understanding.

An MoU between R.K. Mission Institute of
Culture, Gol Park, Kolkata and the National
Culture Fund was signed on March 22, 2002
for constructing the new extension building
which was completed during this year.

(B) Ongoing Projects
»  Taj Mahal, Agra

The Taj Mahal located in Agra and
constructed during1631-1653 by the Mughal
Emperor Shahjahan, is one of the finest
examples of Mughal architecture.

- Gaushala (Fatehbad Gate Courtyard):

While matching with the original design
and texture, the Gaushala of Taj Mahal
has been conserved by replacing old and
decayed stone members, such as pillars,
base of pillars, dasa, chhajja etc., with new

ones. The new architectural members have
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been provided as per the original wherever

missing. The old cement plaster was
removed and replastered with lime mortar.
Over lime plaster, lime punning was done
with special lime mortar prepared after
analyzing the ingredient of the original lime
punning. 'The cells and dallans have been
conserved by underpinning with lakhauri
bricks and replastering with lime mortar.
Mughal pattern doors have been provided to

the openings.
- Visitor Facilitation Centre:

Fatehbad Gate
Courtyard (Gaushala) was identified for

During the year, the
developing as a wisitor facilitation centre to
provide to the tourists facilities like library,
exhibition, locker, information center,
toilet, drinking water, waiting room etc. in
the courtyard. Accordingly conservation
work has been carried out to make the
building suitable for visitor facilitation.
New drainage system has been provided
by following Mughal pattern all along
the courtyard. The open portion of the
courtyard is provided with brick-on-edge
flooring with Mughal doors at the main
entrance. The existing trees are provided
with planter as a sitting place for the

visitors.
- Electric installation:

The underground electric installation work
carried out in the Fatehbad Gate Courtyard
were point wiring, dummy conduits, casing,
capping,
boards and panels, earthing, and fitting and

cables, submains, distribution

fixture of outdoor lightings.

For providing financial support to young
Ali for setting up a professional studio,
Manana circulated a proposal for support to

Accounting Convention

The financial statements are prepared under the historical cost convention and other
mandatory accounting standards.

Fixed Assets and Depreciation
a) Fixed Assets are stated at cost of acquisition less accumulated depreciation.

b) The depreciation on fixed assets is provided on written down value method as per
the rates prescribed in the Income tax Act, 1961.

c) In respect of additions to /deduction from fixed asset during the year depreciation
is considered on pro-rata basis.

Method of Accounting

The Trust was maintaining its accounts on cash basis however in order to comply with
the requirements for Central Autonomous Bodies the trust has changed its method of
accounting from cash basis to accrual basis with effect from the financial year 2001-02
onwards.

Revenue Recognition

a) The Trust is following accrual system of accounting and all the revenues are
recognized as and when the same become due to receive and all the expenses are
accounted for as and when the same become due for payment.

b) The Income/loss from specific projects will be recognized in the year of
completion of the respective projects.

Investments
Investments are stated at cost.

Contingent liabilities are not provided in the books of accounts but disclosed by way
of notes to the accounts.
